Georgia construction company secures $1.3 million
property for expansion with UGA SBDC support

When Kendrick and Abelardo Maradiaga, the
father-and-son team behind A&B Commercial
Construction, needed help expanding their
roofing business, they turned to the University of
Georgia Small Business Development Center
(UGA SBDC) for expert guidance. That decision
helped them secure $1.3 million in financing to
purchase their first commercial property, a move
that positioned their company for long-term
growth.

In 2024, the Lawrenceville-based business hit a
turning point. While they had seen steady
growth since launching in 2019, a 48% surge in
revenue from 2023 to 2024 signaled it was time
to level up.

““This achievement is a testament to their hard work, strategic growth, and the power of
persistence,” said Peck.

 To support their growing operations, the Maradiagas began searching for a permanent
warehouse that could serve as a central base for housing heavy equipment, materials and
their growing team. Leasing no longer made sense.
