Manufacturer expands export markets with UGA
SBDC support and training

DeLong’s Gizzard Equipment, a specialty
poultry equipment parts manufacturer,
has carved out a niche in an industry
dominated by one-stop poultry machine
shops. When owner Mary DeLong
Murray set her sights on expanding her
company’s export business five years
ago, she turned to the University of
Georgia Small Business Development
Center (UGA SBDC) for expert advice
and training. Today, international sales
account for 20% of the firm’s annual
revenues.

“Pat was invited to attend a trade show in London,” Kloussiadis said. “So, we met, and I helped
her identify the top poultry-processing equipment distributors in the United Kingdom

machinery — offering replacement peeler rollers and parts to rebuild old machines or
repair and enhance newly manufactured machines. Its roots stretch back more than 50
years to Murray’s grandfather, Horace DeLong, who originally founded the business in
Gainesville as a maintenance service for poultry processing plants before expanding
into parts and equipment.
